
What is CERT?
The Community Emergency Team (CERT) 

program helps train local citizens to be prepare to respond 
to emergency situations in the their communities. The 
reality is, citizens could very likely be on their own during 
the early hours of a catastrophic disaster. Training in basic 
disaster survival and rescue skills would improve the ability 
of citizens to training is not intended for First Responders 
(Police, Fire, EMS) as they already have a background in 
the subject area. When emergencies occur, CERT 
members can give critical support to first responders, 
provide immediate assistance to victims and organize 
Spontaneous volunteers at a disaster site. CERT members 
can also help with non-emergency projects that help 
improve the safety of the community. 

The Town of West Seneca Office of 
Disaster preparedness are coordinating and implementing 
the training for Community Emergency Response Team 
volunteers to respond to any type of emergency situation. 
These departments will maintain and manage a database 
of all volunteer members of this CERT program in case of 
an emergency..  

Each CERT member will receive training in the following 
areas.: 

* Emergency Preparedness
* Fire Safety
* Emergency Medical Operations
* Light Search & Rescue Operations
* CERT Organization & Disaster Psychology
* Terrorism and CERT
* Course Review and Disaster Simulation
